EPIPHANY SUNDAY 
Epiphany is derived from the Greek word “epiphaneia,” meaning 
“manifestation.” Before Christmas was its own holiday, the early 
Christian church established the Feast of the Epiphany on January 6 
to commemorate several miraculous events that “manifested” Jesus’ 
divinity: his virgin birth, the visitation of the Three Wise Men (also 
called the Three Kings or the Magi), his baptism and when he turned 
water into wine at the Wedding of Cana.
